Investigative Business Journalism Course

St. Augustine’s University Tanzania - Mwanza
SAUT in collaboration with BEST-AC and ANSAF is offering a course in Investigative Business Journalism for young media professionals in Tanzania. The course starts in July and entails a total of 6 weeks fully funded intensive training in Mwanza. The course will be followed by a 3 month attachment period at or close to the students’ duty stations (non-funded). 
During the attachment period, students will be mentored remotely by senior media practitioners, reviewing the products of their field assignments. The course aims to prepare journalists for compelling reporting and successful publishing on the business environment. Special attention will go to young media practitioners with experience and an interest in reporting on agri-business and the rural environment.
Admission into the program will be competitive, favoring those that demonstrate aptitude and serious interest to excel in investigative business journalism, based on the following minimum requirements:
· Professional qualifications in journalism or mass communications
· At least 5 years experience with print and/or broadcast media in Tanzania 
· Proof of published print and/or broadcast content within the last 12 months
· Media products on topics in agri-business and rural development are an advantage
To apply for this course, please send an email to SAUT, attaching the following information:
· A compelling 2-page essay with your motivation
· A concise curriculum vitae with details of three referees
· Scanned copies of your published work and/or copy of radio material (or a web-link)
Make sure that all materials submitted are original products and that your ownership or role (when produced in team work) is sufficiently clear!
Certificates and Awards
SAUT plans to complete the course with a 3-months internship in 2013, leading to a certificate in Investigative Business Journalism. ANSAF and BEST–AC will organize awards and grants for the top students demonstrating the aptitude to excel in investigative business journalism.
